Reports received after these dates will 
result in loss of funding for the semester.

 Applicant must have taken either the ACT or SAT to be eligible.

BREEDING LIVESTOCK SHOW SCHOLARSHIPS:

Scholarships will be awarded to the Grand and Reserve Grand Champion in the 
Junior Breeding Livestock Shows.  The Grand Champion will receive $1,000 and the 
Reserve Grand Champion will receive $500.  Scholarships will be funded per semester 
over four years.  Eligibility must be maintained during the funding period.  Exhibitors 
may receive multiple scholarships in all breed shows with the exception of the 
Breeding Gilt Show.  High point individuals in the Judging Contests are also eligible 
for $500 awards funded per semester over four years.  Please refer to individual show 
rules for additional information.

 Exhibitor must be present to be awarded the scholarship.
 Resident of Texas.
 Satisfactorily complete the requirements for a high school diploma 

OR for renew recipients satisfactorily completed the previous 
semester(s) of college with an overall grade point average of 2.5.

 Plan to attend a Texas vocational/technical school or accredited 
Texas college or university.

 Enroll for a minimum of 12 hours.
 Meet the minimum requirements for the educational institution.
 Renewal applicants must submit fall grades by January 15 to 

receive funding for the spring semester and July 15th to receive 
funding for the fall semester.  Reports received after these dates will 
result in loss of funding for the semester.

 Recipients must take either the ACT or SAT to receive funding.

Grand Champion winners will receive $1,000 total, paid over four years ($125 per 
semester).  Reserve Grand Champion winners will receive $500 total, over four years 
($62.50 per semester).
